Andy was fired
from Apple five times altogether. And she wasn't alone. Steve focused on
creating amazing products and he wanted his colleagues to share his vision
and to give it 200 % of their energy. At that time, when he felt they did not
perform as well or as fast as he wanted them to, he just fired them; he called
them names and sometimes even threw things at them. Some employees
couldn’t take it and left, others pushed themselves to be even better. His
attention to detail was well known. He wasn't afraid to throw away a great
prototype of a tablet if he thought it wasn't attractive and perfect enough.
He was completely devoted to his work...

He once said:

‘| don't care if people like me. | care if they love our products and use
them every day. And for that | am willing to work nonstop!

He did not waste time with sugar-coated words; he went straight to the
point and expected the same from his colleagues.

Steve Jobs brought to the world Apple computers, the iPod, iPhone,
iPad, Macbook laptops, Siri, iTunes, Pixar animated movies and more. His
vision helps us navigate our daily lives, work and play, and inspires many
others who continue to build upon his work. Although some people say that
he did not actually create anything, he had amazing ideas and he found
talented people to develop them.
