Tok se prohyba a zataci do z kosmu viditelné
siluety inicialy pismene P, jako by Vltava chtéla
zakrutami svého toku Prahu podepsat.

Jednim z nejstarsich a nejkrasnéjsich mist,
odkud se nabizi pohled na celou Prahu, je Vysehrad.

Ze zdi starobylého hradisté, které bylo vystavéno
na vysoké pravobrezni skale, aby chranilo

a dohliZelo na Prahu z jihu, mizete nahlédnout
do prazské méstské krajiny, ale i okolni prirody

s dévinskou plani Divcich hradu, po které se v dali
prohanéji divoci koné Prevalského.

Naproti Divéim hradim je pak majestatni

Branicka skala se starymi lomy. A pokud kveceru
pohlédnete smérem ku Praze, zapadajici slunce
barvi mésto i feku do zlatavych a rdzovych odstind,
které dojmou kazdého a leckterého i k slzam.

Uprostred historického mésta se jako hrbet bajného
draka vypina zeleny vrch Petrin, ktery mél to stésti,
ze po staleti zGstal parkem pouze s minimalni
zastavbou. Jen na jeho vrcholu je mala prazska
Eiffelovka, z niz je jedinecny pohled na celé mésto.
Dokonce i na Prazsky hrad koukate z vysky.

A staci popojit jen kousek na Letnou,

kde z cetnych vyhlidek vidite mésto zase z jiného Uhlu.
Celé Staré Mésto prazské s vysokymi kostelnimi
vézemi. Neodtrhnete oci od kostela Matky Bozi

pred Tynem se dvéma vézemi, které nesou

jména Adama a Evy, pricemz tlustsi Adam,

jak se slusi a patri, chrani svou Evu.

KdyzZ se podivate vpravo smérem

ke Karlovu mostu, naskytne se vam bozsky vyhled
. na prazské mosty. Napocitate secesni most
Cechdv, ManesGv most, jehoz prvni jméno bylo
most Frantiska Ferdinanda d’Este, Karliv most,
most Legii, Jiraskuv a Palackého most,

a kdyz zaostrite, vytusite pod Vysehradem

i Zeleznicni most, ktery tak prijemné rachoti.
Krasné je na svété. Kocheijte se.

From the countless viewpoints that line

the Vltava River in Prague, one can gaze

across the hilly landscape through which

the silvery, foam-crowned river winds its way.

The Vltava bends and curves into the unmistakable
silhouette of the letter “P” — as if trying to sign
the city of Prague with its meandering flow,

visible even from space.

One of the oldest and most beautiful places to take
in a view of the entire city is VysSehrad.

From the walls of this ancient fortress, built high

on a rocky cliff on the right bank of the Vltava

to guard and oversee Prague from the south,

you can look out over the urban landscape

of the city as well as the surrounding countryside.
Off in the distance lies the Devin Plateau of Divci
hrady, where herds of Przewalski’s horses roam wild.

Opposite Divci hrady rises the majestic Branik Rock,
once home to old quarries. And if you look toward
the city at dusk, the setting sun paints both river
and rooftops in golden and pink hues — a sight

so moving it can bring tears to your eyes.

In the heart of the historic city, the green hill of Petrin
rises like the back of a mythical dragon. For centuries,
it has remained a park with very little development —
a stroke of luck for Prague. At its summit stands

a miniature Eiffel Tower, from which you can enjoy

a unique panorama of the entire city — even looking
down on Prague Castle itself.

Take just a few steps to Letna, and the city reveals
itself from yet another perspective. Here you see
the whole Old Town with its many church towers.
Your eyes will linger on the Church of Our Lady
before Tyn, with its twin spires named Adam

and Eve — the broader Adam, as tradition dictates,
protectively shielding his Eve.

Looking right toward Charles Bridge, you’re treated
to a divine view of Prague’s bridges: the Art Nouveau
Cech Bridge, Manes Bridge (originally named

for Archduke Franz Ferdinand d’Este),

the historic Charles Bridge, the Legion Bridge,
Jirasek Bridge, Palacky Bridge — and if you squint
just a bit, even the old railway bridge

beneath Vysehrad, which rattles so delightfully.

What a beautiful world. Take it all in.

i mostecké, nacancané barokni palace, domy i kostely,
ale i stavby moderni, které mnohdy s odvahou vstupuji
do jedinecné prazské architektonické krajiny.

Na Prazském hradé, ktery je nejvétsim hradnim
komplexem na svété, najdete vSechny styly.

V prichodu mezi druhym a ¢tvrtym nadvorim

jsou vidét za prosklenymi okny zachovalé zaklady
nejstarsi kamenné stavby v Praze. Rotundu nechal

v mistech budouciho hradu uz v 9. stoleti

(byl zrejmé postaven mezi roky 882-884) vybudovat
prvni premyslovsky historicky knize Borivoj.

Do dnesni doby se zachovala vétsSina severni casti zdiva
do vyse jednoho a pul metru.

Nejviditelnéjsim symbolem Prahy je Hrad.

Stoji na ostrohu nad soutokem reky Vltavy

a potoka Brusnice. Majestatni Chram svatého Vita

s velkou jizni vézi a dvéma novodobymi zapadnimi
vézemi svou vyjimecnou pozici ovlada vsechny pohledy
na mésto. Uprostred hradniho komplexu uz stoji

treti kostel, ktery se hlasi ke svatému Vitu,

nad jehoz ramenem byla z popudu svatého Vaclava
vystavéna prvni rotunda. Ta byla nahrazena bazilikou,
a nakonec soucasnym Chramem svatych Vita, Vaclava
a Vojtécha, jehoz zakladni kamen byl polozen

za pritomnosti krale Jana Lucemburského a jeho syna,
budouciho rimského cisare Karla IV., v roce 1344.
Chram byl dokoncen vlastné az v roce 2025 instalaci
chramovych varhan —jeho stavba tedy trvala 681 let.

Dominantou Starého Mésta na pravém brehu Vltavy
je velkolepy goticky chram Panny Marie pred Tynem.
Velkolepy kostel se stavél od poloviny 14. stoleti

do prvnich desetileti 16. stoleti. Jeho zapadni
pruceli tvori jednu z nejznaméjsich dominant Prahy.
Véze trojlodni baziliky rostou az do vyse 80 metru,
klenba kostela je ve vysi 30 metru.

Témér na kazdé fotografii Malé Strany je
neprehlédnutelny kostel svatého Mikulase,

stojici uprostred Malostranského namésti.

Jeho vyrazna zelena kupole urcuje raz celého
Mensiho Mésta pod hradem. Vzdy si predstavim,

jak museli byt Malostransti udiveni, kdyz rostla k nebi
tato velkolepa barokni stavba.

Stejné pozdvizeni vzbudila stavba nové budovy

u Masarykova nadrazi. Masarycka,

navrzena londynskym studiem Zaha Hadid

Architects, vstoupila do mésta na samém okraji
prazské pamatkové rezervace. Kde drive byly
nevzhledné nadrazni budovy a jesté predtim

prazské hradby, vznikla neprehlédnutelna stavba,

na které byste pravy uhel hledali jen velmi obtizné.
Samotné pripravy a stavba budovy budily velké vasné,
puvodni projekt prosel radou zmén, ale nakonec stavba
ziskala vsech potrebnych 326 razitek. A je jisté, ze si
Praha jako vzdy i s touto mimoradnou stavbou poradi.

Prague has a rare and remarkable quality: it can absorb
virtually any architectural style in a natural and effortless
way. In its streets, Romanesque rotundas and courtyards
stand beside soaring Gothic church and bridge towers,
ornate Baroque palaces, houses, and churches — as well
as modern buildings that often boldly insert themselves
into Prague’s distinctive architectural landscape.

At Prague Castle — the largest castle complex

in the world — you’ll find every architectural style
represented. Between the second and fourth
courtyards, preserved foundations of the oldest

stone building in Prague can be seen through glass
windows. The rotunda was built in the 9th century
(likely between 882 and 884) by the first documented
Premyslid prince, Borivoj, on the site where the castle
would later rise. To this day, most of the northern wall
has survived to a height of about one and a half meters.

The most visible symbol of Prague is the Castle itself.

It sits high on a promontory above the confluence

of the Vltava River and the Brusnice stream. Dominating
the skyline is the majestic St. Vitus Cathedral,

with its massive southern tower and two more recent
western towers. Positioned at the heart of the city,

it commands every view. This is the third church
dedicated to St. Vitus to stand within the castle complex.
The very first rotunda was erected at the behest of
Saint Wenceslas. It was later replaced by a Romanesque
basilica, and finally by the current Cathedral of Saints
Vitus, Wenceslas, and Adalbert. Its foundation stone was
laid in 1344 in the presence of King John of Luxembourg
and his son, the future Holy Roman Emperor Charles IV.
Remarkably, the cathedral was only completed in 2025,
with the installation of the main organ — a construction
journey that took 681 years.

On the right bank of the Vltava, the defining feature
of the Old Town skyline is the grand Gothic Church
of Our Lady before Tyn. Built between the mid-
14th century and the early 16th century, its western
facade is one of Prague’s most iconic landmarks.
The twin towers of this three-aisled basilica soar

to a height of 80 meters, while the vaulted ceilings
reach 30 meters above the floor.

In almost every photograph of the Lesser Town

(Mala Strana), the striking Church of St. Nicholas stands
unmistakably at the center of Malostranské Square.

Its bold green dome shapes the entire character

of this district nestled below the Castle. One can

only imagine the awe of the locals as this magnificent
Baroque masterpiece began to rise toward the heavens.

The construction of a different kind of building, near
Masaryk Railway Station, has stirred similar astonishment.
The “Masarycka” building, designed by the London-based
studio Zaha Hadid Architects, was erected at the very
edge of Prague’s heritage conservation zone. Where
unsightly railway buildings once stood — and before

that, the city’s medieval walls — now rises a futuristic
structure where right angles are few and far between.
The planning and construction provoked heated debate;
the original design underwent numerous revisions. But
eventually, the project secured all 326 required permits.
And as always, Prague has found a way to embrace even
this extraordinary addition to its architectural mosaic.

The astronomical clock (or Prague Orloj) is first mentioned in a letter from October 9, 1410, but its oldest parts date back to the 14th century

Kramarova vila je sidlem Ceského premiéra. Vila stoji v mistech byvalych Marianskych hradeb na basté svaté Mari Magdalény

The Kramar Villa is the official residence of the Czech Prime Minister. The villa is located on the site of the former Marian fortifications

Filozoficka fakulta Univerzity Karlovy stoji na Palachové nameésti. Budovu navrhl architekt Josef Sakar. Byla vybudovana v letech 1924 az 1929

The Faculty of Philosophy of Charles University is located at Palach Square. The building was designed by architect Josef Sakar (built 1924—1929)
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Narodni divadlo sidli v novorenesancni budové od Josefa Zitka. Je to jedna z nejvyznamnéjsich staveb v zemi. Vyrostla v letech 1868 az 1883

The National Theatre is housed in a neo-Rennaissance building by Josef Zitek. One of the most significant buildings in the country was betw. 1868—1883
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Strechu Narodniho divadla zdobi pozoruhodné sochy. Jde o dvé trojsprezi — trigy, kazdé z nich ridi okridlena bohyné Viktorie

The roof of the National Theatre is adorned with remarkable statues, featuring two teams of horses (trigas), each driven by goddess Victoria

Budova Masarycky zajimavym zpUsobem doplnila prazské panorama. Zlaté lamely na novostavbé evokuji koleje, které privadéji viaky do Prahy

Masarycka complements the Prague skyline in a striking way. The golden panels on the new building evoke the railroad tracks that bring trains to Prague



Jiraskovo namésti je ze tri stran obestavéno domy. V jeho stfedu je socha spisovatele Aloise Jiraska, zil a zemrel v domé na rohu s Resslovou ulici

Jiraskovo Square is surrounded by buildings on three sides. In its centre stands a statue of the Czech writer Alois Jirasek, who lived here

Branicky pivovar tvori areal sedmi budov v novorenesancnim a secesnim stylu. Pamatkové chranéné jsou sladovna, varna, expedice, komin a dalsi

The Branik Brewery is a complex of seven buildings in neo-Rennaissance and Art Nouveau styles. Many of its buildings are protected monuments
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
